Focusing on socialization, 
exploration, and sensory experiences, 
Summer@ Peopleplace Toddler Camp 
is aimed at helping a young child form 
first relationships with a peer group 
and adults outside the home. It also 
offers an opportunity for children 
who will be attending Peopleplace 
Preschool in the fall to become 
familiar with the Preschool 
environment. Toddler mornings will 
be filled with activities such as water 
and sand play, exploring the garden 
and green house, art, cooking, music, 
movement, and lots of play.
